Chapter 1: The Beginning

�Chapter titles are not a necessity. Calling your first chapter „the beginning” doesn’t really add anything, and detracts from your otherwise great starting sentence. Unless you plan on giving chapter titles some importance later in the story, I’d just replace this with the number „1”.


�Now  THIS is a good starting sentence. Not only do you initialize your narrator in a straightforward (perhaps Moby Dick-esque?) manner, but you pretty much sum up how the story ultimately ends: with Necrigod still alive, because he lives forever.


�From your description it sounds more like a type of planet. The „like” here just makes it more confusing.


�Should be a new sentence here.


�If this was replaced with a semicolon, you could keep up a pattern of each sentnce describing a different aspect of the starplanet


�This doesn’t make sense to me. From your description, it sounds like a starplanet is a planet with a luminescent surface. One side being brighter would only result in a day-night effect if the glowing part rotates. Furthermore, „day-night effect” sounds strange in this context, since the very principle of day and night is it being bright for half the day. It’d be better to describe the light as causing day and night rather than simulating it.


�As in, when it was darker you could see nearby starplanets, or at the time of writing this, the narrator can see nearby starplanets?


�This doesn’t make sense to me. Maybe I’m misunderstanding what a starplanet looks like?


�This sentence switches tenses all over. I’d suggest keeping it all present tense („... no other being in any universe has: I can teleport...”)


�Same as above. „Could” implies either past tense or less certainty. „Can” works better.


�„Lived” is past tense. While it’s true that he did live in the past, using „have lived” will better imply he’s still living in the present.


�Should be „a”, as it’s used before a consonant.


�Try not to use the same adjective multiple times in the same sentence. Instead, I’d simply describe his memory as „perfect”.


�The introduction is nice, but I do hope this isn’t the entire first chapter, since nowhere in it does the story actually begin.
